The background of Ripple Suicide Prevention
Ripple Suicide Prevention was founded and established as a charity in May 2021 by Alice Hendy MBE. Alice lost her only sibling, her brother Josh, on 25th November 2020 to suicide at 21 years old. Josh had been researching techniques to take his own life via harmful internet searches. To ensure more help and support is given to individuals searching for harmful content online, his sister set up R;pple Suicide Prevention. 

How does Ripple technology help? 
Ripple BrowserShield is a browser extension, which if a user searches for harmful content online, they will first be guided through a filter of breathing exercises and then very simple, uncluttered and calmly presented strategies and forums, help lines and mental health services they can access both now and longer term: accompanied with messages of hope and encouragement to keep safe.  Ripple BroswerShield works seamlessly with current firewalls in place and provides individuals with a subtle intervention of hope and support when they are at their most vulnerable point. 

What impact has Ripple BrowserShield made?
· Since launching in September 2021, Ripple BrowserShield has been downloaded close to 2 Million times.
· It has intercepted over 110,000+ genuine harmful online searches.
· Although Ripple BrowserShield does not collect any personally identifiable information, 32 individuals have approached thr charity directly to inform them that it has saved their life.
· BrowserShield is available in multiple languages around the world
· Ripple Suicide Prevention has won over 40 awards in the mental health and innovation space.
· Universities who have already installed R;pple for free include University of Wolverhampton, Portsmouth, Reading, De Montford, Greenwich, Exeter, Keele, Northampton and many more.
